[ am an Assistant Corporation Counscl in tho office of Zachary W. Carter,
Corporation Counscl of the City of New York, assigned to represent City Defendants in the
above-referenced matter. 1 write to respectfully request that the Court grant City Defendants
twenty-five additional pages lor their impending summary judgment motion, which is due on
October 24, 2014. Such a rcquest is necessitated by the fact that plaintiff has interposed 18
causes of action against 16 sepavate City Delendants, not including 8 sceparate theorics of Monell
linbility, and has plead a 397 paragraph Sccond Amended Complaint.

City Dcfendants attempted to confer with plaintiff to streamline the motion
practice to only those claims truly at dispute in this matter, but plaintiff is unwilling to withdraw
any causes of action or remove agny defendants. Due to the substantial nature of the motion
practice, City Defendants have already begun the process of dralting their papers, and have come
to the uncnviable conclusion that they need twenty-five additional pages to address adequately
the allegations in plaintiff’s prolix complaint.
