MR. SHAFFER: Objection.
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A. I don't know how many times.

Q. Did you have any kind of physical
contact with him that day at all~?

MR. SHAFFER: Objection.

A. No .

Q. Have you ever listened to any
recordings about that day?

MR. SHAFFER: Objection.

A. Yes.

Q. What recordings have you listened
to?

A. I believe it - was the Village Voice

had a weapon site connection to tapes.

Q. And what tape did you listen to
pertaining to that day?

A. I don't recall.

Q. Did it have to do with your
activities with respect to Schoolcraft or
somebody else's activities?

A. I don't recall what was on the
tapes.

Q. You just recall it had something to
do with October 31st?

A. I will go back to change that
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
